Going for Radiotherapy or Chemotherapy at St Bartho  lomew’s Hospital
(Barts)

Why do | have to go to another hospital for radioth erapy or chemotherapy?

Your cancer team will talk to you about the kinds of treatment you can have, and what might be best
for you. If you are offered radiotherapy this will be given at Barts. Radiotherapy is often given at
larger regional hospitals because it requires complex equipment and specially trained staff. If you are
offered chemotherapy your team will tell you if you will receive this at Barts or Whipps Cross

University Hospital.

If ’'m going to Barts for treatment how will | hear about my appointment?

Your team at Whipps Cross University Hospital will refer you to the radiotherapy or chemotherapy
department. Barts will then write to you or phone you with a date for your appointment. If you want to
speak to someone about your appointment call the appropriate department. You will find the contact
details you need on page three of this leaflet. If you haven’'t heard about your appointment and think

it has been delayed, contact your clinical nurse specialist or key worker at Whipps Cross.

How do | get there?

Hospital transport

Hospital transport is available only if you are unable to use public transport due to your medical
condition. If you need hospital transport this has to be authorised by the medical staff at Barts.
Unfortunately escorts cannot accompany you on hospital transport except in special circumstances.
If you feel you need hospital transport speak to the department you will be visiting.

By bus
A number of buses stop outside or close to the hospital — these are numbers 4, 8, 25, 56, 172, 242.
Low-floor wheelchair accessible buses run on all these routes.

By tube and rail
The nearest underground stations are:
Barbican (approximately 7 minutes walk) — Hammersmith and City, Circle and Metropolitan

lines
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Blackfriars closed until 2011 (approximately 10 minute walk) — Circle and District lines
Farringdon (8 minute walk) - Hammersmith and City, Circle and Metropolitan lines
St Pauls (approximately 7 minute walk) — Central line

The nearest National Rail stations are Blackfriars, Cannon Street, City Thameslink and Farringdon.

Liverpool Street station is a short tube, bus or taxi ride away.

Congestion Charge

If you are too unwell to travel by public transport and want to drive into Barts you will need to pay the
congestion charge. You can be reimbursed on the day at Barts on the grounds of having a
compromised immune system. Ask staff for a letter of exemption and take this with your receipt or

receipt number to the fares office in the outpatients department.

By car and taxi
You can be dropped off at the drop-off/pick-up point in the Square which is accessed via the King

Henry VIl Gate on Giltspur Street. See the map at the end of leaflet for details.

Parking

There are extremely limited parking facilities in the hospital so you are strongly advised to take public
transport. If you do decide to drive there is a chargeable car park close to the hospital on West
Smithfield.

Where is the department | need?
Bodley Scott Day Unit — Go to the main entrance of the East Wing off the square (area 14 on
the map at the end of this leaflet).
Paget Day Unit — Go to the main entrance of King George V building off the square, then up to
the seventh floor, ward 7A (area 15a on the map at the end of this leaflet).
Radiotherapy Department — Go to the main entrance of King George V building off the square,
then down to the basement (areal5a on the map at the end of this leaflet).

What happens after my treatment?

After your treatment you will have a follow up appointment. You will see either your Consultant
Oncologist or the Consultant who referred you for treatment. It may be helpful for you to contact your
key worker or Clinical Nurse Specialist at Whipps Cross University Hospital to let them know that you

have finished your treatment.
